Course Title: Oral Reproduction of the Short Stories (1)
Credit/Hours: 2
Semester and year: Spring 2024

Course Description:
This course is designed to enhance students' oral communication skills through the reproduction and interpretation of short stories. Students will engage in reading, analyzing, and orally presenting a variety of short stories, focusing on comprehension, expression, and effective communication techniques. Through interactive sessions and practical exercises, students will develop their ability to convey the meaning, emotions, and nuances of literary texts orally. Emphasis will be placed on pronunciation, intonation, pacing, and vocal expression to bring the stories to life.

Course Objectives:
- Develop proficiency in reading comprehension and interpretation of short stories.
- Enhance oral communication skills through the expressive reproduction of literary texts.
- Practice effective vocal techniques, including pronunciation, intonation, and pacing.
- Explore the emotional and thematic elements of short stories through oral presentation.
- Cultivate critical thinking skills by analyzing and discussing various literary works.
- Build confidence in public speaking and storytelling abilities.
