Course Title: Oral Reproduction of the Short Stories (2)

Semester and year: Spring 2024

Course Description:
Oral Reproduction of Short Stories 2 is a continuation of the exploration of oral communication skills through the reproduction and interpretation of short stories. Building upon the foundation laid in Oral Reproduction of Short Stories 1, this course delves deeper into advanced techniques for expressive storytelling, character portrayal, and audience engagement. Students will further refine their oral presentation skills through the analysis and performance of a diverse range of short stories, with an emphasis on creativity, interpretation, and audience interaction.

Course Objectives:
- Refine oral communication skills through expressive storytelling techniques.
- Deepen understanding of character development and emotional resonance in short stories.
- Explore advanced vocal techniques for conveying mood, tone, and narrative voice.
- Develop strategies for engaging and connecting with an audience during oral presentations.
- Enhance critical thinking skills through analysis and interpretation of literary texts.
- Foster creativity and individual storytelling style through practical exercises and performance opportunities.

- Discussion on genre expectations and audience reception

- Using visual aids, sound effects, and gestures to enhance storytelling
- Practice: Integrating multimedia elements into oral presentations
- Discussion on the effective use of technology in storytelling

Session 10: Ethical Considerations in Storytelling II: Representation and Authenticity
- Discussion on the ethical responsibilities of storytellers regarding representation and diversity
- Strategies for portraying diverse characters with authenticity and respect
- Practice: Sensitivity reading and feedback sessions

Session 11: Storytelling as Advocacy: Using Narrative for Social Change
- Exploring the role of storytelling in advocating for social justice and change
- Analysis of short stories with social and political themes
- Group discussion and brainstorming for storytelling projects with a social impact

Session 12: Storytelling Across Cultures
